The proposed variances to the regulations in the Fremont Zoning Ordinance and the Fremont Industrial Park Restrictive and Protective Covenants are as follows:

· Thirty-six (36) foot height variances on three digester tanks (Height proposed is 76 feet rather than the allowed 40 feet)

· Twenty (20) foot height variance on gas storage tank (Height proposed is 60 feet rather than the maximum allowed 40 feet)

· Twenty-seven (27) foot height variance on a receiving tank (Height proposed is 67 feet rather than the maximum allowed 40 feet)

· Forty (40) foot height variance on a chimney (exhaust stack) on or near the  building where generators are stored (Height of chimney proposed is 80 feet from ground level rather than the maximum allowed 40 feet)

Copies of the proposed plans are available for public inspection at the Fremont City Hall during regular business hours, which are from 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.

The public may appear at the public hearing in person or by counsel.  All interested persons will be afforded an opportunity to be heard.  The hearing will provide for the fullest opportunity for expression of opinion.  The Fremont Zoning Board of Appeals will receive and consider communication in writing with reference hereto.  Witten communication may be provided to the Fremont Zoning Administrator for consideration at the Fremont City Hall up to the time of the hearing.
