Of the Fremont City Code

THE CITY OF FREMONT ORDAINS:

Article 2 – Definitions, Sec. 2.02 U – Uses, 10 is hereby repealed and replaced in its entirety as follows:

Retail Sales (The use of property in connection with or for the purchase, sale, barter, display or exchange of goods, wares, merchandise or personal services and the maintenance or operation thereof of offices, or recreational or amusement enterprises for more than fourteen (14) days in any calendar month.)
a. Apparel and accessory store

b. Furniture, home furnishings and hardware store

c. Department and variety store

d. Office supply store

e. Consumer electronics store

f. Sporting goods store and bicycle shop

g. Book shop and newsstand

h. Stationery, gift and jewelry store

i. Hobby, toy and camera store; art and photographic supply store

j. Convenience, grocery and packaged-goods store with or without liquor

k. Antique and second hand store

l. Florist

m. Commercial bakery

n. Micro brewery

o. Pharmacy, medical equipment sales or rental

p. Pawn shop (only allowed in West Main District)

q. Liquor stores
