There were drainage and maintenance concerns by Township residents who’s property abuts the proposed project.

NC Road Commission Director Kelly Smith assured them there would be a maintenance agreement in place between the Road Commission, City and Sheridan Township and that their engineer must pre-approve the project before completion.
